


Minutes of the PFCC Thurrock Public Meeting

1. Welcome and Introductions
· Meeting opened by PFCC Roger Hirst, outlining purpose: to discuss local crime and safety concerns and update on progress.
· Dwelling fires down 12% in last year and doing more around prevention work
· Essex Police have 905 extra officers and the largest it has ever been but does mean have a lot of officers who have less than 3 years experience so a lot of investment in training is being delivered.

2. Key Updates
· Crime Statistics:
· Overall crime down by 6% year-on-year.
· Anti-social behaviour (ASB) down 6.6%.
· Domestic abuse down 7.2%.
· Violence against the person down 7.8%.
· Police Recruitment:
· 905 officers recruited since 2016; total now 3,755.
· Increased visibility and community engagement.
· Fire & Rescue Service:
· Cultural improvements since joint governance in 2017.
· 20% reduction in house fires over five years.
· Community Safety Partnership:
· Joint patrols and intelligence sharing between Essex Police and Thurrock Council.
· CSAS performance data shows strong collaboration.

3. Public Questions and Discussion
· Concerns raised about: 
· Reporting to Essex Police through 101 really challenging and Crime Stoppers also unhelpful.
· Joy riders in Tilbury an issue – can more be done
· Anti-social behaviour in town centres.
· Car cruising and nuisance vehicles.
· Drug-related violence and its impact on communities.
· Domestic abuse and VAWG – need for continued support services.

4. Actions Agreed
1. Enhanced ASB Patrols:
· Continue targeted operations in Thurrock, including use of off-road quad bikes.
2. Community Engagement:
· Maintain regular public meetings and online Q&A sessions.
3. Domestic Abuse Support:
· Increase awareness of local services and ensure funding remains a priority.
4. Fire Safety Initiatives:
· Expand prevention work and community education programmes.
5. Data Sharing:
· Strengthen intelligence sharing between Essex Police, Fire & Rescue, and Thurrock Council.
6. Car Cruising Enforcement:
· PFCC to liaise with Thurrock Council and Essex Police on enforcement strategy.

5. Next Steps
· PFCC team to publish full meeting recap on Essex PFCC website and social channels.
· Monitor crime trends and report progress at next district meeting.
